the early age of sixteen he stood be-
fore his classmates and predicted his 
future. He said, “I can see vast 
changes coming over a now peace-
ful world, great upheavals, terrible 
struggles, wars such as one cannot 
imagine; and I tell you London will 
be in danger, London will be at-
tacked and I shall be very promi-
nent in the defense of London. In 
the high position I shall occupy, it 
will fall to me to save the Capital to 
save the Empire.” 

History tells us that Churchill was 
not the first in line to assume the 
position of Prime Minister. Lord Hali-

fax was the next in line to be-
come Prime Minister, but he 

refused the appointment.

Churches who have the ban-
ner of “we’ve never done it that way before” reveal that they 
lack the courage to embrace healthy change. Christians must 
be in a constant state of change for they should be growing in 
the likeness of Christ. 

3. Courage is tested when our personal preferences are chal-
lenged by Biblical principles. The opposite of courage is not 
cowardice; it is conformity. Howard Hendricks, once professor 
at Dallas Theological Seminary said, “A belief is something you 
will argue aloud. A conviction is something you will die for”. 
There should be in the life of every Christian something they 
would give their lives for. 

In our ever changing world there is a constant need for believers 
to be courageous to accept the truth, the courage to change for 
the glory of Christ, and the  courage to live by Biblical principles 
than personal preferences. 

May God help you and me to be people of Godly courage.
